Recording for the Blind & Dyslexic® In Northern 
California: An MD-4 Approved Charity/Project 

Seeking Your Club’s Support 
 

Confucius wrote: “ If your plan is for a year, plant 
rice. If your plan is for a decade then plant trees. If 
your plan is for a lifetime, educate children.”   
 

Imagine that you are a student with goals & 
aspirations for your future, but all of your school 
work assignments come to you on blank pages 
or, written in a code you cannot decipher. Do you 
sacrifice your ambitions? Do you give up on 
learning? What happens when the printed page is 
an obstacle to your education? 
 

For more than fifty-seven years, Recording for the 
Blind & Dyslexic (RFB&D®), a national nonprofit 
organization, has provided a solution for students 
who cannot effectively read standard print 
because of blindness, visual impairment, 
dyslexia, or other physical disability by producing 
& distributing recorded textbooks & educational 
materials. With its national headquarters in 
Princeton, NJ, RFB&D’s unique collection of over 
104,000 titles on CD & four-track cassette is an 
educational lifeline for more than 137,000 
students in kindergarten through graduate school 
across the country, including over 4,300 here in 
Northern California. 
 

The Northern California Unit of RFB&D was 
established in 1967 in Palo Alto. Our digital 
production studio & offices there have five 
recording booths where over 200 volunteers, 
record over 140 textbooks each year. These 
dedicated volunteers annually donate over 16,000 
hours of their time. 
 

“ RFB&D is unique in the world in the number & 
variety of titles that we provide to students with 
disabilities that make reading challenging or 
impossible,”  said Richard O. Scribner, RFB&D’s 
President & CEO. “ Our recorded textbooks ensure 
that access to the printed page does not stand in 
the way of educational success for motivated & 
ambitious students.”  
 

Lauren Kelly of Orinda, one of our local members, 
said the following about the impact of RFB&D on 
her academic & personal success, “ For me, 
RFB&D is nothing short of a Godsend & I am so

grateful that RFB&D is out there to make print 
disabled people feel not so different from 
everyone else. Before discovering RFB&D, I was 
missing out on the full experience of reading 
novels & textbooks, just because I had visual 
limitations that prevented me from reading a book 
“ normally.”  Now, I am at the same pace & reading 
level as my classmates.”  
 

It all started with a stream of letters to the Ladies’ 
Auxiliary at the New York City Public Library in 
the late 1940s. Soldiers blinded in combat during 
the battles of World War II were home & trying to 
reclaim their lives. For many, moving forward 
meant continuing their education through the GI 
Bill of Rights. But how were they to learn if they 
could not read a book? 
 

Anne Macdonald, a woman of significant principle 
& equally significant influence, was moved. 
Asserting that, “ education is a right, not a 
privilege,”  Macdonald organized her friends 
within the Auxiliary, the business community, 
academia & the media. In an attic over the library, 
they began making recordings of the textbooks 
needed by the wounded veterans. It was 1948, & 
Recording for the Blind®, as it was then known, 
was born. 
 

Over time, word of this unique resource spread. 
As Anne Macdonald began to establish recording 
facilities & recruit volunteer readers around the 
country, requests for accessible textbooks flowed 
in not just from college students, but also from 
younger students, their parents & their teachers.  
 

Today, RFB&D relies on the service of more than 
5,800 highly trained volunteers to read & record 
books in every subject area & grade level in 30 
special recording facilities from coast to coast, 
including the Palo Alto studio of our Northern 
California Unit. 
 

The Northern California Unit is responsible for 
serving nine counties including San Francisco, 
San Mateo, Santa Clara, Santa Cruz, Monterey, 
Alameda, Contra Costa, Marin, & Sonoma. In 
these nine counties, there are approximately 
40,000 students who could benefit from RFB&D’s 
services.  
 

Today, over 4,300 of these students from 
kindergarten through graduate school are RFB&D 
members across all nine of these counties. Our 
Unit has recently expanded to 3 field educational 
outreach offices in San Francisco, the South Bay, 
& the East Bay to better serve individual students 
& 170 member schools in those local areas. Over 
the past 18 months, we have increased the 
number of students served in our nine-county 
territory by over 70%. In the next 18 months, we 
hope to be able to raise the funds needed to 
further expand our student membership to reach 
a total of over 5,000 students. 

“ Finding (RFB&D) was the greatest discovery that 
I had ever made. It enhanced my academic 
performance immensely,”  says Josh Isaacson, 
another student member from California, who has 
a visual impairment. “ The tapes made learning 
much more enjoyable & it made me strive for 
better grades. Not only did I become more 
comfortable with my studies, but I actually began 
looking forward to learning.”  
 

Not only has RFB&D expanded to serve more 
students with an-ever growing collection of 
educational materials, it has continuously 
adapted with emerging technologies to make its 
recorded books more effective & efficient learning 
tools. 
 

In its early days, books were recorded on open 
reels, & later, on vinylite discs. These discs were 
eventually replaced by four-track cassettes 
embedded with tones that identified new pages or 
chapters. A standard textbook required as many 
as a dozen such cassettes. In order to find a 
specific area within a book, a student would 
identify the appropriate cassette in its series, & 
fast-forward or rewind through the beep tones to 
find the necessary page or chapter.  
 

In 2002, RFB&D introduced its inaugural 
collection of digitally recorded books on CD, 
called RFB&D’s AudioPlus®  textbooks. The 
content of a standard textbook now fits on a 
single CD, eliminating the need for students to 
sort through a series of cassettes to find the 
page, chapter or section they might need at any 
given time.  
 

In addition to convenience & portability, RFB&D’s 
AudioPlus books provide unprecedented 
navigation features that allow students to jump 
from page to page or chapter to chapter with the 
touch of a button. Students also have the ability 
to place electronic bookmarks for quick reference 
to pages or paragraphs of interest. RFB&D’s 
AudioPlus textbooks can be accessed on 
specialized CD players or with specialized 
software, on standard multimedia PCs. Having 
outfitted all of its studios with state-of-the-art 
digital recording booths, RFB&D now offers a 
collection of over 17,000 of its most frequently 
requested books on CD. 
 

To make RFB&D books even more accessible to 
students, RFB&D has partnered with over 6,000 
schools nationwide to incorporate RFB&D’s 
Learning Through Listening® programs into 
classroom curricula. Here in Northern California, 
RFB&D has partnered with 170 schools, including 
many special needs districts, to provide students 
with disabilities with its unique accommodation 
right in the classroom. 
 

All of this work by RFB&D in Northern California 
requires local financial support. On average, it 
costs approximately $150 to reach, equip, train, & 
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support each new student member. The Northern 
California Unit is required to be financially self 
sustaining & receives less than 10% of its annual 
income from the national organization. It takes the 
support of local individuals, corporations, 
foundations, & community organizations such as 
the Lions Clubs to allow us to achieve our 
mission in Northern California. In the last year, 8 
local Lions Clubs provided financial support to 
our Northern California Unit, & in prior years 5 
other local Lions Clubs have done the same.  
 

We seek the support of each & every local Lions 
Club in Northern California. At RFB&D, we are 
committed to the belief that access to opportunity 
& success begins with access to knowledge & 
education, & with your help we can help print 
disabled students achieve academic & personal 
success. This is RFB&D’s “ plan for a lifetime, 
educate children” .

Lion Moira “ MO”  Wilmes: Born & grew up in St. 
Louis, Missouri. My mother was born in Aruba & 
my Dad was from Chicago.

We left on May 4, 1996 for a six 
month trip through Europe. We decided if we 
could survive six months seeing each other day in 
day out, the relationship would work! Upon return, 
we lived in San Ramon & I changed jobs & worked 
at Pacific Bell (with Lion Denni!) as a Project 
Manager. We bought our first house (in Glen Park, 
SF!) in July 1997. I left Pacific Bell & joined PMI in 
April 1998 (as a Project Manager). WE JOINED 
THE LIONS! Lion Denni & I took a 5 week trip to 
Australia & New Zealand in Nov/Dec 1998.  We 
decided that we would love to live in Australia! We 
acquired two beagles from a rescue in May 1999.  
I moved into Quality Assurance Management in 
October 2000 (I'm still there!) I manage a team of 
21 QA Engineers. Our mission is to provide 
information about the quality of the system under 
test & risks associated with releasing it in its 
current state. Lion Denni & I took off 3 months & 
traveled throughout Southeast Asia from Nov 
2001 - March 2002. We visited Japan, Vietnam,

12th!) 
 

And from “ MO’s”  Partner Lion IPP Denni Harp: 
“ Here is mine: I was born a poor black 
child.....kidding!  I love that opening line from the 
movie The Jerk (Steve Martin). 
 

I was born in Long Beach California.  Mostly grew 
up in So Cal.  Was kicked out of High School 6 
weeks before graduation (you don't want to 
know), but, got my diploma 5 weeks later from La 
Mirada adult school. Chased my queer boyfriend 
to Cheyenne Wyoming in 1979 but gave up on him 
& came out the following year (if you can't beat 
'em, join 'em!).  Started working for Ma Bell (it 
really was Ma Bell then) in 1981 as a Service 
Representative. After nearly freezing to death for 
4 years I transferred with the Bell System to SF & 
started working for PT&T in August 83. I joined 
the Lesbian Gay Chorus & the Gay Softball 
League & settled in to queer life in ‘ess eff’. I've 
gone to night school on & off for the last 20 odd 
years, never finishing a degree but, managing a 
successful IT career at PT&T, I mean SBC, no I 
mean AT&T.... After a few unsuccessful several 
year relationships, I rented a house with fellow 
Lion Scot Riffe to be a bachelor forever. Then 
along came Lion Moira, the love of my life! As 
you'll read in her bio, we've had quite a few 
adventures. And we're always looking for the next 
one! I've been on the Lions Board since 1999, 
holding positions as Treasurer, Membership 
Chair, 3rd VP, President & now IPP.”  
 

Lion Tom Lucas: (Ed Note: Lion Tom is, as a 
professional financial person – very thrifty in all 
things, including his words… [smile] – here are 
those very efficient words – in his Voice).  
“ Lion Tom Lucas joined the Castro Lions in 2001.  
He served as its secretary for two years.  He lives 
in the Castro District with his partner of nearly 
eleven years, Lion David York, who is a member & 
past president of the Daly City Host Lions 
Club. They are guardians of Rosie, their spirit-
filled eleven year old dog. Lion Tom's career path 
has included a variety of roles: church minister, 
high school teacher, psychotherapist, corporate 
trainer, hospice social worker, & AIDS case 
manager. He possesses Masters Degrees in 
Social Work & Divinity. He moved to Berkeley in 
1990 from Chicago in order to pursue his M. Div.

Lion Edward T. Emond, (51 years old) is one of 
our few remaining Charter Lions Members. He 
was born in SF & raised in So. San Francisco. 
Lion Ed lived for a few years in San Mateo & 
Redwood City before moving to San Francisco. 
He became a charter member of the Castro Lions 
along with his two partners in service at the time – 
Lions Gardner Pond & Hector Caceres.  It was 
their next door neighbor in SF – PID (Past 
International Director) Maurice Perstein - who 
convinced Lion Gardner to consider joining 
Lionism & Gardner dragged Ed & Hector in to join 
as Charter Members. 
 

One of our annual awards is named for Lion 
Gardner.  Our eyeglass fund is named in honor of 
Lion Hector for all of his work in coordinating the 
eyeglass program & for getting us involved with 
the Mission Neighborhood Health Center (MNHC). 
 

Lion Ed became the Club's Treasurer for a 
number of terms & helped work on Policies & 
Procedures.  He also served on a number of 
committees over the years & often was on the 
Charities Committee. 
Lion Ed loved giving back to the gay community & 
the Castro Lions were a fun way to do that even 
though it was lots & lots of hard work & 100’s – or 
even thousands of hours were expended.  He 
loved counting money & being a stickler for 
accountability. He also got his hands "dirty"  
doing Y&CA Street Ticket Sales, garage sales, 
pouring many glasses of beer over the years, etc. 
 

In 2002 Lions Ed & Gardner relocated to Cathedral 
City (the city next to Palm Springs), CA.  Lion 
Hector passed away in January 1999, and his 
name is inscribed on the Castro Lions Memorial 
Bell, joining the many others we have lost since 
first chartered. 
 

Lion Ed now does volunteer webmaster work for 
two gay organizations in the desert 
- the Great Outdoors Palms Springs (a club for 
hiking, camping, 4x4 trips, social events, etc.) 
chapter & the Primer Timers of the Desert (a 
social club for mature men & their admirers). Lion 
Gardner transferred his Lion membership to the 
Cathedral City Breakfast Lions Club & continues 
to be an active member & on the Board of that 
club.  [Editor’s note] Lion Ed has retained his 
membership in the Castro Lions, and is a 
continual source of detailed ‘memory’ for the 
club, the precedence set by the Board over the 
years, and indeed our very roots and reasons for 
being. Being somewhat a reluctant source of 
information for his BIO/profile, your Editor is more 
than pleased to say – that I was fortunate enough 
to be a ‘new cub’ in the early days while Lion Ed 
was here and more than just active – but a driving 
force for the club. Often, it was Lion Ed’s personal 
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investment of energy and talent – and calming 
professionalism which bridged the sometimes 
troubled waters we experienced. He was and is a 
true ambassador for the club – and is sorely 
missed by those within and without the club who 
had the privilege to know him during his SF 
tenure. He continues that leadership from afar – 
but is there none-the-less. 
 

A bite of History & a bit of 
nostalgia… Did you know?  
 

As a Charter member of the Castro Lions Club, 
the late Lion Hector Caceres was instrumental in 
establishing the club’s successful eye glass 
recycling program, the eye care fund and in 
building a relationship with the Mission 
Neighborhood Health Center, through which we 
operate the eye care program in conjunction with 
Dr. Peter Nehrebecki. NOTE: The fund is set up as 
part of our Charities Account (vs. Administrative 
funds), funding comes from our general charitable 
fundraising efforts as well as funds from the CTS 
(Community Thrift Store) see below. 
 

Although not restricted to anyone, the primary 
focus of the eyeglass fund is to provide glasses 
to men and women with HIV/AIDS and/or needy 
children via the MNHC (Mission Neighborhood 
Health Center). 
 

The Castro Lions Club operates this eye glass 
service for those individuals who have no means 
of purchasing eye glasses for themselves or 
Insurance to cover the cost of the exam & 
glasses. The requirements are simple. The person 
must have a case manager, who can vouch for 
these conditions & is willing to complete a few 
steps on the client's behalf. 
 

The letter of request should include the client's 
name & address & the statement of need. 
 

The request for the glasses must come from the 
Case Manager. A simple letter requesting the 
assistance should be faxed to Lion Carl Tebell at 
415 552-4955 (this is both a voice & fax number.) 
At this point Lion Carl will fax back to the Case 
Manager the specifics of how to proceed. 
 

Contacts are not provided, nor are 'upgrades' - 
that is, we do not supplement funds for a more 
expensive frame etc... Our eye care fund has a 
limited number of clients we can serve each fiscal 
year, but we do our best to accommodate 
everyone who applies. As a side note - our 
Community Thrift Store account proceeds helps 
fund this service. You may wish to help us 
continue serving others by recommending any 
donations made to the Community Thrift Store be 
made as a contribution to the Castro Lions Club:

This assistance 
is for one year, & has a 2nd year option if deemed 

necessary. 1-by-1 operates on 20-50% market rate 
assistance & basically co-signs for the 
individual/family with the landlord for Independent 
housing.

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Recently, Lyon-Martin has gone through an 
intensive self-evaluation process with one goal in 
mind: to help as many women in need as 
possible. The clinic has experienced financial 
hardship over the last year and increasing patient 
capacity is a key element in addressing this issue. 
To this end, Lyon-Martin has revamped the patient 
intake process and plans to hire new medical 
providers so that women in need can be assured 
of same day appointments. The combination of 
adding new doctors and nurse practitioners, plus 
utilizing the new appointment system, should 
increase the patient capacity by over 30% by the 
end of 2005. And while Lyon-Martin is committed 
to making this dream a reality, the organization is 
acutely aware of the financial risks involved with 
any change and is appealing to both individual 
donors and corporate partners to help meet this 
new challenge. 
 
OUR MISSION IS CLEAR… 
Lyon-Martin provides personalized healthcare and 
support services to women and transgender 
people who lack access to quality care because of 
their sexual or gender identity, regardless of their 
ability to pay. Founded in 1979, Lyon-Martin 
provides non-judgmental medical and 
psychosocial services to over 1500 women every 
year in the San Francisco Bay Area. Most women 
who come to the clinic either have no health 
insurance and/or live below the federal poverty 
level. 
Our primary care services include: breast health 
screening, routine and employment physical 
examinations, gynecological care, HIV and STD 
preventative care and vaccinations. Lyon-Martin 
also provides case management services for low-
income women with HIV. In addition to providing 
care for women utilizing Medicare and MediCal, 
the clinic also offers sliding scare healthcare for 
low-income working women who do not have 
private health insurance coverage.
